SUBJECT: Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act Update

PURPOSE:

To present a general overview of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act as it pertains
to the Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE) and Local School Systems with the State
Board as an informational item.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

On March 27, 2020 the federal Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act was
signed into law. The CARES Act includes several different funding programs that fiscally impact
Local School Systems. The programs highlighted in this presentation that provide support to Local
School Systems are the Education Stabilization Fund, and the Coronavirus Relief Fund.

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Background

e On March 27th, the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic
Security (CARES) Act was signed into law.

« $2.2 trillion dollar economic stimulus bill in response to the
economic fallout as a result of the Coronavirus.

e Education Stabilization Fund distributed $30.75 billion
nationally, through the Elementary and Secondary School
Emergency Relief (ESSER) and Governor’s Emergency
Education Relief (GEER) Funds.

« Coronavirus Relief Fund (CRF) distributed $150 billion
nationally to states and local governments.

e $400 million allocated to local school systems in Maryland
through the ESSER, GEER, and CRF.

* $10 Million of the State Set Aside was allocated for a Reopening Grant
Program to support costs associated with bringing students back for in-

* S$10 Million Technology Grant Program to support investments in technology
infrastructure and professional development to improve capacity to
provide high quality, accessible distance education or remote learning. Any of
the purposes listed in section 18003(d) of the CARES Act are allowable.

* $15 Million Broadband Initiative managed by Department of Housing and
Community Development, Office of Rural Broadband Development of a
statewide wireless long term evolution network for educational purposes.
