As you are aware, those recoveries are a result of the
impact of incorrect State wealth assessment data and its application within the 2009 State Aid
calculations.

Please remember that the SFSF grant is federal funding. The SFSF funds are flexible in use but have
strong reporting and accountability requirements. Therefore, although you are not required to use
these funds for the specific programs noted in the calculations, they need to be maintained in
restiicted grant accounts.
